BHCS Dental Screenings

Good dental health has a positive ef-
fect on a child’s ability to learn. It is also
important for their overall health. As part
of Bethel Hill Charter’s regular preven-
tive health program, we will be conduct-
ing dental screenings for children in
grades K, 3 and 5™ during the BHCS
Health Fair to be held on Thursday, Octo-
ber 22. Students in other grades may be
screened upon request by the school
nurse or principal. The dental screening
will be done by Annetta Streater, RDH,
Public Health Dental Hygienist for
Caswell and Person Counties, with the
NC Oral health Section, Division of Public
1th. She will use gloves, a flashlight
and tongue depressors during the dental
screening.

The screening provides your child a
chance to learn about good dental care. It
is a positive dental encounter for your
child. The data we collect is used to im-
prove children’s dental health programs
in your county. Even if your child sees a
dentist regularly they will benefit from
learning about good dental health and
witness the work of a community health
professional. A form letter will be sent
home to show the results of your child’s
screening.
